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How to Use Search Results and Property Details  

 
After entering search criteria, click on Count in the Current Criteria section on the left of the 
screen.  This indicates the number of listings that will be found on the search using the current 
criteria. 
 

 
 
To see the search results you can click on either the Search Action button on the bottom of the 
search screen,  
 

 
 
 
or on the Search Results tab on the primary tab row.

The search results screen is similar to the current MLS.  In Tempo5, this type of screen is called a 
grid.

indicating the number of photos on the listing, there is a camera icon.  Mousing over the icon will 
display the primary photo on the listing. 
 

 
 

Clicking on the camera icon will open the photo screen for that listing.   
 

 
 
The photo screen is new and improved.  There are two tabs on the top left of the photo screen ς 
Slideshow, which is default and Photo Gallery. 
 
In the Slideshow view, an enlarged primary photo appears.   On the left are thumbnails of all 
photos on the listing.   Click the Next Image or Previous Image to see the photos one at a time.   
 
Clicking on the Photo Gallery tab opens the photos to the view we are familiar with ς smaller 
pictures, all on one screen, two across.   
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Under each photo, in either the Photo Gallery or Slideshow view, you see a label.  This is new to

a description, it shows as a comment below the label. 
 
When you click Play Slideshow, the button changes to Pause Slideshow. The photos automatically 
scroll across the screen until you click Pause Slideshow.  
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On both views, in the upper right corner, there are options to Print the photos or Close the screen. 

 

On the Search Results screen, when you click in a blank area on a listing line, a short view of that 
listing shows below the line. 
 

 
 

Click in a blank area on that listing line again to close the view. 
 
To look at the reports for all listings, click on the Details tab on the primary tab row. 
 

 
 
The report on the first listing opens.  The blue bar directly below the primary tabs displays the 
number of listings found and the number of listings selected. 
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The row under the blue bar always displays at the top of the report views.  It begins with a box 
displaying the address of the first property.  There is a drop down showing the addresses of all 
listings found.  Clicking on an address here jumps the view to that listing. 
 

 
 
The next option is Display.  You can elect ǘƻ ǎƘƻǿ ŀƭƭ ƭƛǎǘƛƴƎǎΣ Ƨǳǎǘ ǘƘŜ ƭƛǎǘƛƴƎǎ ȅƻǳΩǾŜ ŀƭǊŜŀŘȅ 
ǎŜƭŜŎǘŜŘ ƻǊ Ƨǳǎǘ ǘƘŜ ƭƛǎǘƛƴƎǎ ȅƻǳ ŘƛŘƴΩǘ select.   For example, if you selected listings, at any time you 
can review just those listings by clicking on Show selected.  You can then go back to displaying all 
the listings by clicking on Show all.   
 

 
 
To go to the next listing, click the arrow to the right of the number of listing you are looking at.  To 
go back to the previous listing, click the left arrow. 
 
You can select a listing by clicking in the Select checkbox, or deselect it by clicking again in the 
checkbox. 
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The Long/All Photos view, or report format, is the default.  ¸ƻǳ Ŏŀƴ ŎƘŀƴƎŜ ǘƘŜ ǾƛŜǿ ǘƘŀǘ ȅƻǳΩǊŜ 
looking at by selecting another option from the list.  This redraws the screen for all listings to the 
view selected.   
 

 
 
On the left of the screen is a Quick Link Button Bar.  This replaces menus and clickable links in the 
reports.  If some buttons such as a Images, Virtual Tour or Attachments, are grayed out when 
looking at a listing, it means that this listing does not contain that item. 
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Each of the buttons is clickable.   Some buttons pertain to just that listing and others will let you go 
from listing to listing while in that function.   
 
To return to the report at any time after clicking on a button, click on the Listing button at the top 
of the Button Bar list.

If you click on Images, the images for that listing are displayed.   At the top of the Photos page, 
you can click on the right or left arrows and see the photos page for the next or previous listing.  It 
ŘƻŜǎƴΩǘ Ǝƻ ōŀŎƪ ǘƻ ǘƘŜ ǊŜǇƻǊǘΣ Ƨǳǎǘ ŘƛǎǇƭŀȅǎ ǘƘŜ ǇƘotos for each listing. 
 

 
 
The Virtual Tour link opens the Virtual Tour in a new window and pertains to only that listing.  If 
there are two virtual tours on a listing, a screen opens listing both. Click on the link to open the 
Virtual Tour. 
 
The Map button displays the location of that property on a map.  You can stay in the map function 
and go from listing to listing with the left and right arrows at the top of the screen to see the 
location of each property separately. 
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The Directions button opens a screen to get driving directions.     
 

 
 
One of the basics in Tempo5, is that if no properties are selected, all properties are considered to 
be selected, just as if you selected all of them.  You can get driving directions for up to 50 
properties at one time.
